CONDITIONAL DEVELOPMENT NOTES:

1. The documents camprising this petition are:

(1) The Technical Data Sheet, (2) The Illustrative
Site Plan. (3) The Sections. These documents
represent a general concept for development and are
subject to adjustments during detailed site plan
development, with approval of the Planning Commission
Staff. Adjustments may be made to the location of
Building Areas and Parking/Circulation Areas as shown
on the Technical Data Sheet. No adjustments may be
made to the buffer areas or designated setbacks around
the project perimeter.

2. Median cuts, acceleration and deceleration lanes along
Harris Boulevard shall be provided in accordance with
the North Carolina Department of Transportation and
Mecklenburg County requirements.

3. 3.0 acres of land along the southern property boundary
shall be offered for dedication to the Mecklenburg
County Greenway System.

4. The existing berm along Harris Boulevard shall be
reshaped and planted for aesthetic purposes while
maintaining an average berm height of at least six
feet.

5. All buffer areas at the perimeter of the property
shall be used to provide effective screening through the
use of berms, landscape planting, and the preservation
of existing vegetation except for utility and access
corridors. Buildings and parking will not be
allowed within the buffer areas. Identification signage
may be placed in the buffer areas, provided it will be
in campliance with paragraph 7.

6. Parking will be permitted within the 100' building
setback outside of the 50' buffer.

7. Signage shall be illuminated fram a concealed light
source, built of natural materials such as brick and
wood and be in oodmﬁnﬂbjom with County of Mecklenburg
