Site development shall comply with the City of Charlotte Stormwater
Detention Ordinance. Storm water will be routed through an casement
along the front of the adjoining property located to the east of the site
and disposed of on the regulated floodway immediately adjacent to it.
The petitioner and the adjoining property owners arc presently discussing
the details 1o secure the proposed easement. In the event an casement is
not granted, the petitioner will provide for on-site storm water detention
on the parking lot located at the northeast corner of the site. Dectention
will not be located in Buffer or Vegctation arcas.
