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SITE DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

1. Development of the site will be controlled by the standards depicted on this site plan and by the
standards of the Charlotte Zoning Ordinance. The development depicted on this plan is intended to
reflect the arrangement of proposed uses on the site, but the exact configuration, placement, and
gize of individual site elements may be altered or modified within the limits prescribed by the
ordinance, as provided in Section 6.206(2), during the design development and construction
phases within the building envelope line as shown on the plan.

2. Any detached lighting on the site will be limited to 20 feet in height.

3. Signage will be permitted in accordance with applicable Zoning standardes.

4. Parking will be provided which will meet or exceed the standards of the Zoning ordinance.

5. The use of the site will be for the development of a multifamily residential community and related

accessory uses. Buildings constructed on the site will be limited to three stories in height. Buildings
may include residential units located over garage spaces (noted as carriage houses on the site
