WHICH WILL INCLUDE THE SUBMITTAL OF A TRAFFIC CONTROL PLAN. TRAFFIC CONTROL PLANS 

REQUIRED THROUGH A LEASE AGREEMENT MAY BE DIFFERENT FROM THE ONE REQUIRED 

DURING THE LAND DEVELOPMENT PLAN REVIEW AND ARE SUBJECT TO REVISIONS. THE 

REVISED TRAFFIC CONTROL PLANS MUST BE SUBMITTED AS PART OF THE LEASE AGREEMENT 

PROCESS FOR APPROVAL PRIOR TO START OF R/W CLOSURES. CONTRACTOR SHALL

N. BACKFILL MATERIAL MUST BE APPROVED BY THE CMLD INSPECTOR PRIOR TO PLACEMENT 

OF MATERIAL WITHIN THE PUBLIC STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY.

O. THE DEVELOPER SHALL MAINTAIN EACH STREAM, CREEK, OR BACKWASH CHANNEL IN AN 

UNOB- STRUCTED STATE AND SHALL REMOVE FROM THE CHANNEL AND BANKS OF THE 

STREAM ALL DEBRIS, LOGS, TIMBER, JUNK AND OTHER ACCUMULATIONS.

"WATCH".

R. TREES WITHIN THE STREET RIGHT-OF-WAY ARE PROTECTED BY LAW. A PERMIT IS 

REQUIRED FROM THE CITY ARBORIST AT (704) 336-5753 PRIOR TO THE REMOVAL OF ANY 

RIGHT-OF-WAY TREES. ALL TREES OVER 8" IN DIAMETER AS MEASURED 4.5’ ABOVE GROUND 

AND LOCATED WITHIN THE SETBACK ARE PROTECTED BY LAW. CONTACT LAND DEVELOPMENT 

AT (704) 336-6692 FOR REQUIRED PERMITS.  

S. CONTACT THE UTILITY COMPANY TO RELOCATE ANY EXISTING UTILITY POLES. ALL 

EXISTING FACILITIES WHICH CONFLICT WITH IMPROVEMENTS, MUST BE RELOCATED AT THE 

EXPENSE OF THE OWNER.

T. IN ROLLING AND HILLY TERRAINS, SWEEPING OF THE STONE BASE AND/OR APPLICATION OF 

A TACK COAT MAY BE REQUIRED NEAR INTERSECTIONS. THESE REQUIREMENTS WILL BE 

ESTABLISHED BY THE CMLD INSPECTOR AND BASED ON FIELD CONDITIONS.

U. THE DEVELOPER SHALL CONTACT THE CHARLOTTE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (GUS 

JORDI, 704-336-7086) TO IDENTIFY ANY CONFLICTS WITH TRAFFIC SIGNALIZATION EQUIPMENT. 

60- 90 DAYS WILL BE REQUIRED TO COORDINATE RELOCATION. DEVELOPER SHALL BE 

RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL RELATED RELOCATION COST AND/OR ANY REPAIR COST CAUSED BY 

THE CONTRACTOR/DEVELOPER.
