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DEVELOPMENT CONDITIONS

1. The conditional site plan is composed of the Technical

_Data Sheet and the Illustrative Plan. The Illustrative Plan is a

companion document to the Technical Data Sheet and is intended to
depict a possible development sceanarioc. However, changes and
variations are permitted with respect to the size, shape and
arrangement of buildings as well as parking and circulation areas.
In no event, though, shall the maximum amount of building square
footage be exceeded nor shall minimum buffer and perimeter building
setback dimensions be reduced as shown on the Technical Data Sheet.

2. A warehouse/office/light manufacturing business park
develocpment, is proposed containing a maximum of 500,000 square
feset. Additionally, a retail development is proposed centaining a
maximum of 85,000 square feet.

3. The proposed development shall comply with all regulatory
standards with raspect to signage, off-street parking and
screening. The Proposed Development will comply with all
applicable requirements of the Charlotte Mecklenburg zoning
ordinance classifications I-1 CD and CC respectfully as those
requirements exist as of the date of the approval of this petition.

4. A buffer area measuring & minimum of 100 feet in depth
shall be established along the easterly edge of the site. This
buffer shall remain undisturbed exgept that any utilities necessary
to service the site including any retention pond shall be allowed
to encroach into the buffer. The Buffer shall be clearly marked or
barricaded for such designation prior to any grading of the site.
Furthermore, the buffer area shall be reviewed as part of the
grading permit process to ensure the designation and protection of
the area. petitioner reservas the right to echance the
effectiveness of this buffer by beilding an earthen barm which will
be seeded and maintained within the 100-foot buffer.

5. Petitioner agrees to establish a landscaping plan for the
entire dJdevelopment which will promots & high-quality, well
landscaped plan similar to that depicted on the illustrative plan.
As a miaimum, the petitioner agrees to provide landscaping for the
en::'i.re development in accordance with the City of Chariotte tree
ordinance.

6. All service areas, loading docks, etc. shall be screened
from view, including public streets. S$creening mechods, Clpecilll{
in eritical public forward/passing motorist views aloag 1-85, shal
employ natural screening plantings and/or a combination of walls
and fences to ensurs adequate screening.

7. The petitioner shall reserve from any develapment an area
along I-85 for additiomal right-of -way improvement purpcses. In
setting aside this area, the petitioner commits ¢o selling this
areas based upon the then current fair market values (as of the date
of purchase or taking) for the existing 1991 soning for that area
of the site (82, R-12MF, R-15MF). This area will be released from
right -of -way reservation in the event NCDOT does not acquire title
to the ares reserved (either by purchase or cordemnation) on or
before January 1, 1998.
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The petitioner agrees to pay for and provide as part of

the development various transportation improvements which are
desirable and necessary to mitigate traffic impacts resulting from
the construction of the development. These improvements will be
constructed before the full occupancy of 85,000 square feet oOf
retail developmer:z or 150,000 square feet of office/warehcuse/light
manufacturing development occurs, except the improvements roted in
subparagraphs 8(b} and 8(f) below w:ll be constructed as noted
therein. The improvements are as foliows:

A lefr turn lane, providing 100 feet of stack:ing space,
shall be constructed or Sam Wwilson Road within the
exist:ng 100-foot right of way so that southbound trafiic
may turn left into Tatum Road;

The access driveway §a the proposed out parcels from Sam
Wilson Road shall be constructed as right tura :n oriy,
and will be constyucted before the occupancy of any
facilities on the two out parcels,

A right turn lane shall be constructed on Sam Wilson Road
northbound, within the exist.ng 100-foot right of way
beginning at the intersection of Sam Wilson Road az the
westbound exit ramp of [-85 and ending at the
intersecticn of Sam Wilson Road and Tatum Road;

A left turn lane shall be cergtructed on Tatum Road
westbound at the intersection of Tatum Rcad and Sanm
Wilson Road;

A shared through/right turn lane shall be constructed on
Tatum Road westbound at the intersection of Tatum Road
and Sam W.lson Rocad;

The petitioner agrees to inatall & traffic signal at the
intersectior of Sam Wilson Road snd Tatum Rcad az such
time as a NCUOT Traffi.: Signal. Warran:t Study indicaces
such insvallation will be necessaXy; and

tatum Road shall be improred to & Ciass V-C .commerzial
col.ector' street

9. Petitioner agrees to provide one point of vehicular access to
Tatum Aoad. if requested by the Owner, to the parcel of land
owned by Marlwe: Limited partnership (Tax Parcel No. 055-231-
04!. Location of such access to be the sole determiration of
the petitioner. The access t< be granted by this condition is
merely a corfirmation of the commitment to granz vehicular
accass to Tatu.m Road comtained in Zon:ing petition No. 92-7i(c),
which has been previously approved, and is not an additional

grant of vehicu.ar access to Tatum Road.
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
